Instructions:

1.  Submit this form with the basic permit application if curbs, gutters, sidewalks, driveways or any other concrete is to be constructed, removed, replaced or modified in the city right-of-way.

2.  A License and Permit Bond in the amount of $5000.00 or a Warranty Bond in an amount equivalent to $200.00 per cubic yard, whichever is greater, must be submitted prior to the issuance of this permit.

3.  All concrete placed in the city right-of-way, regardless of intended purpose or use, must meet city standard specification.

4.  An on-site inspection must be conducted at the time of concrete delivery and prior to placement.  Inspections must be scheduled at least 24 hours in advance.

5.  Compression testing of concrete must be performed on all projects involving more than 1 CY of concrete.

6.  Sidewalks, curbs and gutters must comply with the requirements of the Americans with Disabilities Act in addition to city standard specifications to include subgrade compaction specifications.
