Instructions:

1.  Submit this form with the basic permit application if water main is to be tapped.

2.  If street is to be cut, a Street Cut Permit is also required.

3.  If excavation for water service line extends into roadway surface (shoulders or parking and travel lanes) then compaction tests or flowable fill is required in accordance with city standard specifications.
4.  The City will provide a tap saddle, corporation stop, residential water meter, and meter pit, if required, and perform the actual tap of the main and install the meter.  The applicant is responsible for exposing the main and all other excavation, installation of the service line and meter pit and for providing all other hardware and related appurtenances.
5.  All meters will be located underground in the City right-of-way, if practical.  If the meter is required to be located inside of a structure, then a remote transmitter must be located on an exterior wall of the structure facing the street.
